Learn the basic wood carving techniques from the rough carving of supplied wood to creating the unique detailing of a finished hand carved fish.  Beginner and advanced carvers are welcome. No experience is necessary. Students work at their own pace following both group demonstration and individual instruction.  In this 6 week class, you will complete 3 carved fish including trout and bass and the class will conclude with a demonstration of how to prep and paint your work.  Fee includes a $15 materials fee for provided wood.

A Crash Course in Oil Portrait Painting

We will follow the classical method utilizing a preliminary charcoal sketch, followed by a Verdaccio (or other) style underpainting as a foundation for the final layers.  Students are encouraged to bring in, if possible, several good photos from which one will be chosen as the basis for the final portrait.

Day one of this workshop will focus on materials, including types of paper and boards, and soft and hard pastels. Preplanning a composition, underpainting and working on a still life using a layered approach in applying the pastel will complete the day. The second day we will work from a model. Again we will prepare several preliminary sketches focusing on a composition that best “says” what you want to say about the model and uses the positive/negative space to form a pleasing design. Although there will be instruction in making a likeness, this is not a portrait workshop. The emphasis will be on composition, value and color relationships and layering of pastel to achieve the desired color.

MWVAA CLASS POLICIES

Registration 

Registration is accepted up to one week prior to class start date. Class size is limited.  All classes are filled on a first-come, first-serve basis. 

Payment

Tuition and fees must be paid in full at the time of registration by cash, check, Visa or MasterCard.  Registration is not complete until payment is received.  If you need to send a check by mail, we will hold your registration for 5 days until payment is received. Tuition will not be prorated.  It is the individual’s responsibility to attend all classes. 

Confirmation 

You are officially registered for a class when your payment and completed registration form are received.  You will receive confirmation and materials list (if the class has one) by email or mail. 

Refunds

Withdrawal from a class more than 14 days prior to the start of the class will
result in a tuition refund less a $10 administration fee.  If withdrawal is less than 14 days prior to the start of the class and the spot can be filled, tuition will be refunded less the $10 administration fee.  If the spot cannot be filled, there is no refund. All refunds will be in the form of a check. There are no refunds for missed classes.  Memberships purchased at the time of registration are nonrefundable.

Cancellation of Classes

The MWVAA reserves the right to cancel any class that does not meet minimum enrollment. Students will receive notification of the cancellation and have the choice of a full refund or credit toward a future class. In the case of bad weather, all Mt Washington Valley Arts Association classes will be cancelled when SAU 9 cancels classes or closes school early.  When in doubt, please call 603-356-2787 for a recorded message. When classes are cancelled due to bad weather, instructor illness or conditions beyond our control, the cancelled classes will be rescheduled. 

Discounts

Members receive a discount on all classes.  In order to receive the Member’s discount, membership must be current through the duration of the class.  Membership dues may be paid at the time of registration. 

Photographs

The MWVAA will be taking photographs of students during classes to use in our advertising and promotion.  Should you object to having your picture or your child’s picture used for these purposes, please let us know at the time of registration.
Scholarships

In order to receive a scholarship, an application process is required. Applicants may be awarded one scholarship per year.  Those community members receiving scholarships, who are 15 years old or older, will volunteer for the MWVAA for a mutually agreed upon number of hours within twelve months of the receipt of their award. To qualify for financial aid, your household income must be at or less than 200% of the Federal Poverty Guideline.
